Call for papers: The participants who want to present a paper at the conference are kindly asked to send a one page abstract in the form of a LATEX 2( file by e-mail. In order to accelerate processing of your file, please omit a preamble but send us only the text itself, i.e. the part of the LATEX file between the commands \begin{document} and \end{document}. The abstract should contain new results completely formulated in the form of theorems. The title has to be in capital letters followed by the name(s) and affiliation(s) of the author(s). The abstracts will be collected in a booklet to be distributed among the participants upon arrival. The deadline for receiving abstracts is May 1, 2002.
Registration: The registration fee is $95 and should be paid upon arrival. The registration fee covers expenses on abstracts and program publishing, and mailing expenses.

Transportation: The Organizing Committee will book minibuses to pick up  foreign participants arriving to the Moscow International Airport Sheremetyevo-2. These buses will depart from the airport each 2-3 hours on August 10, 11. It is desirable to inform us about your flight number, airline, and arrival time in advance.

Accommodation: Arrangements have been made for reservation at different hotels in Moscow. The prices are $30-40 for a single room and $50-60 for a double room per night. The Organizing Committee will arrange free transportation of the participants from the hotels to the Institute and back by bus. 

Food service: There are many canteens and snack-bars at the campus and in the neighborhood of the Institute. Lunch or dinner costs about $3-6. The above prices for meals and accommodation may change till August, 2002. 

Currency exchange: There is a lot of exchange offices everywhere in Moscow, where you can exchange US dollars. Many of them belonging to large banks exchange also Euro, British pounds, and other currency. In particular, such an office of SDM Bank operates in the Main administrative building of the Institute. Traveler’s checks (VISA, Thomas Cook, American Express) and credit cards (VISA, Euro Card/Master Card) are acceptable in large banks of Moscow, including SDM.

Weather: August is usually warm in Moscow. The average temperature is 19-21°C (66-70°F). Accordingly, light and casual clothing is appropriate.

Banquet: A Conference Banquet will be organized for the participants and accompanying persons. The price is $30.

Performances and Excursions: All participants of the conference are given an opportunity to attend performances in famous Moscow theatres. We offer exciting excursions to the old palaces and churches in the Kremlin, Zagorsk, Kuskovo, Kolomenskoe. We encourage the participants to visit the museum of Aeronautics and Astronautics, and other museums and art galleries of Moscow. We can also organize excursions according to your suggestions if we receive such information from you. All requests should be sent till May 1, 2002.

Visa Application: According to the Russian legislation, it must be the Organizing Committee who applies for a visa for the participants of the Conference. Therefore please fill and send us the Registration Form at your earliest convenience, which will enable us to apply to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russia. Upon completion of necessary formalities, the visa can be obtained at the nearest consulate of the Russian Federation in your country.
